However, new curriculum and best practice exist in literacy, and support in those 
areas will also be needed.

Sense work through study of Cathy Fosnot’s Young Mathematicians at Work series.

co-teaching and facilitating professional development opportunities.  
vi. Coordinate after-school extended collaborative sessions/book studies to increase content 

knowledge and allow time for collaboration among colleagues.

Strategy 2:  Align all building resources, programs, and depar tments to attain high levels of student 
achievement and instructional excellence. 
 
 Action Steps: 

A. All building and Learning Assistance Program (LAP) dollars strategically leveraged to support areas of highest need based 
on disaggregation of school learning data. 

B. Use of LAP dollars to maintain a mathematics instructional coach in alignment with building focus on mathematics 
learning and instruction. 

C. Offer extended day opportunities for students in need of academic interventions (tutoring, extended day kindergarten, etc.)

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Strategy 3:  Engage parents and the community in suppor ting high levels of student achievement.  
 
 Action Steps: 

A. Continue publishing Madison Monday Messenger each week 
B. Continue parent contact early and often when concerns arise with academic progress or behavior 
C. Leverage building funds to build the capacity of the school library to meet the varying content and readability needs of a 

diverse student population and the need for students to take said materials into the home to engage in literacy activities 
with parents and caregivers 

D. Sponsor events which bring Madison families into the building 
a. Back to School BBQ 
b. Open Houses 
c. Parent/Teacher Conferences 
d. Literacy Nights 
e. Book Bingo 
f. Spring Carnival
